
 

 



 To explore the value of the patient’s story in 
professional practice  

 To begin to develop a community of practice in 
the use of the patient’s story  

 To situate narratives in the current  

    clinical and research context 

 



 Develop a bank of short video diaries where patients share their 
experiences about an aspect of care or about a personal narrative 
which in the telling brings some healing and/or is of some use to 
others in the listening.  

 Develop a way to use DVDs and other media to put client narratives 
in MDRs and other areas where decisions about a persons care were 
being made.  

 We thought about the idea that clients could use their  narratives to 
increase the influence of people with learning disabilities and 
perhaps address health inequalities - perhaps by looking for 
consensus of opinions. 

 Use client narratives to support client skills building and help 
towards minimising the chances of relapse
